Caution

1. Servicing shall be in compliance with applicable local safety
codes including Occupational Safety and Health Act
(OSHA). All wiring and electrical connections must comply
with the National Electric Code (NEC) and local electric
codes in effect.

2. To prevent an electrical hazard, disconnect power source
before working on the brake. If power disconnect point is out
of sight, lock disconnect in the off position and tag to
prevent accidental application of power to system.

3. To avoid damage to internal power supply, hipot testing
should not exceed 1500 volts for one second. Brake coil
leads must be connected together.

4. Be careful when touching the exterior of an operating brake.
Allow sufficient time for the brake to cool before
disassembly. Surface may be hot enough to be painful or
cause injury.

Figure 1 I. Handle Assembly

1. Thread handle into release arm;
hand tighten.

2. Insert two release pivots into the
release arm as shown in Figure 1.

Note 1: Brake size 145 (333-5)
and 170 (333-6) do not require
release pivots.

3. Slide the release handle assembly
over the flat sides of the brake
assembly.

Note 2: Release fingers must face
toward armature side of brake.
See Figure 2.
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4. (333-1; 333-2; 333-3; 333-4)
Insert cap screws, washers and springs through armature
slots and thread into the release pivots (see Figure 3 & 4).
4A. (333-5; 333-6)
Insert hex bolt, washer and spring through armature
slots and through holes in manual release arm, install
thread nut onto screw.

Note: Washers must rest on the face of the armature.

Il. Adjustment

1. Tighten cap screws until proper air gap is
reached. Reference Table A and Figure 4. Air gap
should be measured above cap screw
position as shown in Figure 4. -
